c. The governing body must publish a "Notice of Election", twice in a newspaper of general circulation within the district a minimum of one week apart during the six calendar weeks preceding 20 days before the election  [A.R.S. 16-228.A]

d. November 6th, 2012 is the general election which will include candidates for the two open LRFD board member positions.
8. New business to be discussed at next meeting
a. Confirm that “Notice of Call of Election” occurred.
9. Call to the Public – This is an opportunity for public input on items that are not on the agenda
a. No public input due to no members of the public attending the meeting.
