Minutes for the Regular Public Meeting of the Lockett Ranches Fire District Board of Directors held on 9/19/2013
1. Call to Order
a. The meeting was called to order at 5:14 p.m.
2. Roll Call of Fire Board 
a. Three members were present:  Michael Zervas, Jason Wolfe, and Kevin Conto. Ann Watson and Royal Moore were not present.
3. Review and approve minutes
a. Kevin Conto read the minutes and moved to approve the minutes and it was seconded by Michael Zervas.  There was no discussion and the vote was unanimous to approve the minutes.

4. Update from Jason Wolfe on evacuation plans for individuals with access and functional needs.

a. Jason Wolfe contacted Andy Bertelsen and he was refered to Robert Rowley who had the following response.

i. Good morning Jason,

As part of our Coconino County Multi-Jurisdictional Emergency Operations Plan, we have an evacuation plan that addresses issues involving individuals with access and functional needs. Our largest issue in making sure their needs are addresses is with identifying where they are. There have been numerous attempts in the past at developing registries and databases for these individuals. Unfortunately databases and registries are extremely difficult to maintain and can often run afoul of HIPPA.

So, with all that said, we are working on another way to do this. Coconino County Emergency Management is currently in the process of implementing new technology behind our Ready Coconino emergency notification. It is called Code Red and it has an enhanced Community Notification Enrollment webpage. This webpage is where county residents can sign up their cell phones and email addresses to receive emergency alerts, such as evacuation notifications. We’re working on adding a checkbox to this page where people can identify themselves as needing special assistance in an evacuation. This will aid emergency management and law enforcement in locating individuals with access and functional needs within a designated evacuation area.

Although we’re not quite online with this yet, I anticipate we will have this up and running in the next week or  so. We will make this very well known when we do.

5. Update from Kevin Conto on general evacuation plan from the Coconino County Emergency Operations Plan

a. Kevin Conto contacted Mike Iacona from the Flagstaff Fire Department and received the following response:
